In
addition, the Library provides programs and classes for adults, teens, and children,
computer and Internet access, inter-library loans, reference and genealogy services,
and traveling collections on two Bookmobiles and two Kidmobiles, as well as Outreach
services to shut-ins, nursing homes, and housing units. It is one of the nine largest
library systems in the state of Ohio, serving 12 local school districts.
